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Leader’s Notes 
 

Check-In:  To speed up check-in, you will be given a campsite assignment as soon as 

you arrive.  However, the assignment will be by troop number.  Webelos leaders will 

need to know the number of the troop they are camping with and be sure each adult in 

your den also knows the troop number.  

 

Skills: The activities do not require any skills that the Scouts will not already know.  

There will be lots of instruction and demonstrations, so even if you have never fished 

before bring your Scouts. 

 

Friday night:  There will not be any formal program on Friday night.  Troops usually 

invite Webelos dens to camp with them and Friday night is the night troops & dens get 

together for a program in their campsite. 

 

Trading Post:  Trading post items will be on sale.  Items available 

 are Fin n’ Fun mugs, collector patches, patches and pins from  

past events and Order of the Arrow items. 

 

Equipment:  Each Scout will need a fishing pole or some  

type of rod and tackle.  Live worms are great bait for kids  

who have not fished a lot. 

 

Parking will be a problem!   

Avoid frustration at arrival.   

Each unit will be issued 1 vehicle pass.  This means only one vehicle  

per unit (den and troop) can go to the campsite.  The rest of the vehicles must stay in 

the parking lot.  So bring all your gear in one vehicle and people in the other vehicles   

The vehicle with the gear can go straight to the campsite and unload and  Scouts and 

other adults can walk from the parking lot.   

 

More than one vehicle with gear?  Send one vehicle up, unload, return to the parking 

lot and give the pass to the second vehicle.

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Know Before You Go 
 

Parents Meeting:  Call a parents meeting before you go to find out who has camping 

equipment and to get them involved. 

 

Brief the Scouts, Webelos and adults attending the event on what to expect at camp.   

Make copies and hand out the What to Bring list to participants. 

 

Transportation:  Set the time and place of departure and return.  The camp  is 

located about 110 miles from the North District area.  Ensure that you have enough 

vehicles to transport gear and people.  

 

Parking at camp is limited, so carpool, carpool, carpool!  Arrange to meet at a central 

location to load up and consolidate gear. 

The Scout ranch does not allow driving off roads.

Camp Site:  There are no tables or electricity in the camp site, but there are toilet 

facilities nearby. 

 

Fires:  Bring charcoal for cooking and aluminum foil to lay on the ground under the 

fire.  Camp stoves are okay if handled by adults only.  Fire wood is scarce, so you will 

need to bring wood from home for  your in-site campfires. 

 

Tents: Bring enough tents for everyone in your group.  Be prepared! 

 DO NOT TRENCH AROUND YOUR TENTS! 

  

Food:  Eat dinner before you come or bring a sack dinner.  Bring enough  food 

for Saturday breakfast, lunch, and dinner and for breakfast on  Sunday.  Keep 

lunch simple. (sandwiches are great!) 

 

Trash: THERE IS NO TRASH COLLECTION AT CAMP.  Bring enough plastic 

trash bags and plan to haul your trash home.

Patrol/Den Equipment 
 

Tents & ground sheets 
Plastic trash bags to haul trash home 
Charcoal or firewood & aluminum foil  
        for under fire 
Camp stoves & lanterns  
 (handled by adults only) 
Folding tables for food preparation & stoves 
First Aid kit 
Water containers (water available near most campsites) 
Toilet paper, paper towels, detergent & containers  
 for washing dishes 
Plates, bowls, silverware (unless each person brings own) 
Food preparation equipment (pots, pans, knives, etc) 
Food & drinks for Saturday breakfast, lunch, dinner  
 and Sunday breakfast 
 

Trucks are for hauling gearðpassengers must ride in the cabs 
 

No alcoholic beverages or fireworks.   
These can ruin everyoneôs good time 

 

Personal Equipment  
 

¶ Sleeping bag or blankets, pillow and a foam pad.   
          (expect temperature range from 40 to 80 degrees) 
¶ Pocket knives are OK, but no sheath knife or hatchet.   
          These will not be needed for any event 
¶ Rain gearðponchos, rain suits, etc.  The show goes on, rain or shine. 
¶ Scout uniform and a change of clothes, including socks and underwear 
¶ Cap or hat 
¶ Sunscreen, insect repellent 
¶ Medication 
¶ Flashlight 
¶ Plate, bowl, silverware if not supplied by patrol or den 
¶ Two pairs of shoes, in case one pair gets wet. 
¶ Towel and personal toilet items 
¶ Jacket & several layers so you can add or subtract as  
 the temperature changes 
¶ Webelos or Boy Scout handbook

Directions to the Camp

From Dallas, take US 175 (or I-635 & I-20/ SH 19) southeast to Athens. 

At the Athens Courthouse, go south on SH 19 for 3.4 miles. 

Turn right on FM 753 for 3.9 miles. 

Turn left on FM 2970 for 2.4 miles. 

Turn left into the Camp Entrance and follow the signs.
